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The mandate calls on the EUSR for Central Asia to perform the following tasks:

® follow closely political developments in Central Asia by developing and maintaining
close contacts with government, parliaments, judiciary, civil society and mass media;

° encourage Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan
to cooperate on regional issues of common interest;

s develop appropriate contacts and cooperation with the main interested actors in the
region, including all relevant regional and international organisations;

. contribute, in close cooperation with the OSCE, to conflict prevention and resolution by
developing contacts with the authorities and other local actors (NGOs, political parties,
minorities, religious groups and their leaders);



[image: image2.png]® promote overall political coordination of the Union in Central Asia and ensure
consistency of the external actions of the Union in the region without prejudice to
Community competence;

® assist the Council in further developing a comprehensive policy towards Central Asia;

® provide input to the formulation of energy security, antinarcotics and water resource
management aspects of the CFSP with respect to Central Asia.

B. AIM
In order to achieve these objectives, the EUSR currently has three political advisors in his team.

The Joint Action 2009/130/CFSP and its Financial Statement, which entered into force on 1 March
2009, state that the team of the EUSR shall include the expertise on specific policy issues as
required by the mandate. In view of that, the EUSR wishes to recruit an additional political adviser
specialising in water management in Central Asia. The post has to be filled as soon as possible. The
duration of its deployment would follow the mandate of the EUSR, i.e. until 28 February 2010 with
a view to possible extension for a subsequent period of twelve months.

With the adoption of Commission Communication C(2007)1746 of 21 December 2007, staff
seconded to the EU Special Representative shall receive a daily allowance.

Secondees from Belgium or Brussels based institutions or organisations to ESDP or EUSR
Missions employed in Brussels are not entitled to receive these daily allowance.

For Belgium this per diem amount is approximately € 119,39 (which may be subject to adjustment
every six months).

The remuneration of personnel seconded by a Member State or an institution of the European Union
to the EUSR shall be covered by the Member State or the institution of the European Union
concerned respectively.

· To assist the EUSR in his professional activities in Brussels and during his missions abroad, to draft relevant reports and other documents reflecting his activities;

· To study in depth the political and security aspect of the water issues in Central Asia; 

· To do analytical and research work concerning relevant international processes and situation in Central Asian countries. To maintain relations with international NGOs and research centres;

· To follow the implementation of the environment and water pillar of the EU-Central Asia strategy. Cooperate closely with the EU member state coordinating the work of the EU under that pillar (Italy), with the European Commission and the GSC, interested EU Member States, Central Asian countries and major international partners;
· Within the context of the mandate of the EUSR, promote coordination and synergies with all relevant initiatives, programs and projects brought forward in the area by international organisations, in particular concerning the interaction between water and: environment; energy; agriculture. To act as a point of contact for cooperation with the Central Asia Regional Environment Centre, the OECD, the UNECE, the UN Centre for Preventive Diplomacy, the UNDP, the OSCE, UNESCO, the WHO, the FAO, the WMO, IFIs, EurAsEC, the SCO, the EECCA Network of Basin Organisations, and with the Environment and Security Initiative; 

· Develop proposals for the further EU policy in that area.
